Mount bracket (item #1) has pre-drilled holes for mounting
Kolpin contactor (provided with winch kit) onto backside of
bracket as shown in images below and to the right.
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Installation Prep:

1. Shift vehicle transmission into PARK. Turn igni-
tion key to OFF position and remove from igni-
tion switch.

2. Remove the passengers seat bottom and dis-
connect the positive (red) wire and the negative
(black) wire from the battery.

3. Remove the front bumper by removing four bolts
(two per side) as shown. Save hardware for
reinstall later. (See illustration 1-1). Nofe,
bumper is heavy, provide adequate support
for bumper before removing final screws. =

4. To gain access to route wiring, unlatch the two
hood latches to remove the hood. (See
illustration 1-2).

5. To gain access to route wiring to battery.
Remove the eight plastic tuflock rivets securing
the driveshaft cover to the floor. Save the
fasteners for use during reinstallation. Remove
the driveshaft cover from vehicle. (See
illustration 1-3).

6. To gain access to route wiring to dash. Remove

the top center dash cover (cup holder) of the

vehicle by removing the two plastic tuflok push g

rivets. (See illustration 1-4). e

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Winch Mount and Bumper Assembly:

Install winch to mounting bracket using the M8
hardware supplied with winch kit as shown (bolts,
lock washers, flat washers). (See illustration 1-5).

Attach winch bracket (item #1) to front bumper
using the M10 bolts (item #3) with the nut brackets
(item #2) as shown. (See illustration1-6). Note,
contactor and custom-trimmed wires shown,
not included with bracket kit.

Attach the fairlead adapter plate (item #4) to the
front bumper as shown using hardware provided
in winch kit. (See illustration 1-7). Mote, this step
is not required if using wide pattern roller
fairlead (not included, sold separately as PN
85087).

Attach roller fairlead (supplied with winch) using
the M8 hardware (supplied with winch) to the
fairlead adapter plate/ winch bracket with the
warning decal facing up so it is readable. (See
illustration 1-7).

Route winch cable from back side of bumper
through roller fairlead. Attach winch hook to cable.

Tighten hardware to specifications.

13. Reinstall bumper using the OEM hardware previously removed.
(See illustration 1-8).

Winch Cable Wrap Installation on Spool Drum:

14. The winch cable or rope should be wrapped around the spool
drum as shown. Spooling the cable as shown will prolong cable
life and enhance winch performance. (See illustration 1-9).

Winch Wiring and Connections:

15. Using the winch kit instructions, route and connect the
electrical cables and components for the winch system.

16. Route the red and black battery cables up along the front frame
over the front shock, then down the cab wall towards the center
floor, along the existing factory wire harness. The black -
and red battery leads route and follow the main factory [ "'.
harness to the battery compartment. (See illustration '
1-10).

17. Secure all harnesses using cable ties (provided with
winch kit) to prevent contact with hot components, sharp
edges or moving parts.

18. Reconnect black negative (-) cable to battery, then
positive cable (+) and then reinstall under-seat storage
compartment and driver’s seat.

19. Reinstall the body parts removed for wiring access.

20. With the vehicle key in the ON position, check winch for
proper operation.

21. Retighten all hardware after 30 minutes of riding.
