Please read the installation instructions thoroughly before
beginning. Installation is easier if the vehicle is clean and free of debris. For your safety, and to ensure a satisfactory installation,

perform all installation steps correctly in the sequence shown.

Installation Instructions:

1. Shift vehicle transmission into “PARK”. Turn key to
“OFF” position and remove from vehicle.

2. Remove two OEM screws from upper rear side of visor
as shown. The OEM screws will not be reused. (See
illustration 1-1). Mote: Do not remove two screws
from lower front side of visor. Roof (items #1 and
#2) will be installed on top of visor.

3. Remove the two nut clips on outer flanges of front cab
frame as shown. The OEM nut clips will not be reused.
(See illustration 1-2). ~

4. Being careful to not scratch
painted surfaces, place the
front steel roof panel (item #1)
onto rear steel roof panel (item
#2). Fasten panels together by
using four short M6 screws
(item #7) and four M6 washers
(item #4) inserting through the
outer holes at the overlapping
seam. Loosely secure with M6
locknuts (item #5) on underside
roof surface. (See illustrations
1-3 and 1-4). Note, place
rubber seal (item #11) in between the two roof
panels as shown. Do not tighten hardware at this
step since adjustments may be required later.

5. For the middle holes of the roof overlapping seam,
attach two clamps (item #6) to the assembly as shown.
(See illustrations 1-3 and 1-5). Note: Do not tighten
hardware at this step since adjustments may be
required later.

6. Clean lower surface of front roof (item #1) and rear
roof (item #2) as required, then apply foam strips
(items #8, #9, #10, #12 and #13) as shown. Trim seals
as required. (See illustrations 1-3 and 1-5). Note: You
can position roof on top of cab frame, aligning . 1-5
front roof holes with the screw holes removed from
visor, then mark with tape or pencil where the cab
frame tubes match with lower roof surface. The
alignment marks help locate where the foam strips
will be applied.

7. Note: The middle foam seal (item #10) could be
positioned and applied directly to the top side of
the middle cab frame tubing instead of onto the
roof panel.
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Installation Instructions (Continued):

8. Place roof assembly on the top of the vehicle cab
frame as shown. Loosely install front of roof (item #1)
using two of the longer M6 screws (item #3) and flat
washers (item #4). (See illustration 1-6).

9. From underneath roof, loosely fasten front screws with
two M6 locknuts (item #5) as shown. (See illustration
1-7). Note: Do not tighten hardware at this step
since adjustments may be required later.

10. Install rear of roof using two of the shorter M6 screws
(item #7) and flat washers (item #4) fitting thru two
clamps (item #6) placed on rear cab frame cross-
member tubing. Loosely fasten the rear clamp screws
using two locknuts (item #5) as shown. (See illustration
1-8). Note: Do not tighten hardware at this step
since adjustments may be required later.
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Installation Instructions
(Continued):

11. Attach the remaining two sides
and the center of front and rear
roof panels with the shorter M6
screws (item #7) and flat washers
(item #4) passing thru roof holes.
Place clamps (item #6) around
cab frame tubes and fasten with
locknuts (item #5) as shown. (See
illustration 1-9).

12. Tighten all hardware to
specification.
