Note: The 32600 kit comes mostly assembled from the factory. Some assembly is required.

Important: Your Kolpin Ranger SP 570 Front Upper Soft Door Kit is exclusively designed for your vehicle. Please read
the installation instructions thoroughly before beginning. Installation is easier if the vehicle is clean and free of debris. For
your safety, and to ensure a satisfactory installation, perform all installation steps correctly in the sequence shown. Addi-
tional time may be required to accommodate other installed accessories. For better cab assembly procedure, install kits
in the following order: rear panel, front windshield, roof, front lower half door, and front upper soft door.

Kolpin recommends two people install this kit.

Remove the four upper T40 Torx drive
head screws from the LH front lower
door frame as shown.
