* Output within each connector pair is identical; it does not matter which connector is used.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Shift vehicle transmission into “PARK”. Turn 3. Gain access.
ignition switch to “OFF” position and remove key. a. Remove hood.

2. Remove driver’s (or left rear passenger) seat and

disconnect black negative (-) cable from battery. b. Remove windshield (if installed).
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4. Install audio remote.

a. Remove two screws ® securing front of upper
dash panel, then carefully pull panel rearward,
disengaging seven retaining clips ®. Retain
screws.

BEHIND COVER

b. Label and disconnect electrical harnesses from
switches, sockets, or other devices in upper
dash panel.

c. Carefully cut one rectangular switch opening
from upper dash panel. Openings are marked
on interior of panel. Debur edges.

IMPORTANT

Although any open location may be used, access to
3.5 mm input on bottom of audio remote (D may be
restricted depending on installation location and
dash panel configuration.

If no suitable location exists in existing panel Polaris
recommends installation of Switch Panel Kit, PN
2881987 (sold separately).

d. Install audio remote (D in dash panel opening.
Ensure volume markings are up, and auxiliary
input jack is down.

e. Return upper dash to vehicle, then reconnect
electrical harnesses disconnected in previous
Step b.

f. Join either (or both) audio signal connectors
1E/1F to amplified speaker system. See Kit
Contents for system detail.

See previous section, HARNESS DETAIL, for
connector identification.

g. Route audio remote connectors 1A/1B and ring
terminals 1C and 1D from upper dash
compartment forward through firewall grommet
into under-hood compartment.

h. Join either (or both) audio remote connectors
1A/1B to amplified speaker system. See Kit
Contents for system detail.

i. Join ORANGE wire ring terminal 1C to terminal
block post with existing ORANGE wire
(accessory switched 12V POS); post may be
identified as “ACC”.

j- Join BLACK wire ring terminal 1D to terminal
block with existing BLACK battery connection
cable (12V NEG); post may be identified as
“GND”.

k. Secure audio remote (D wiring as required to
prevent contact with hot components, sharp
edges, or moving parts.

I. Reinstall upper dash panel using two retained
screws ®.

5. Restore access.
6. Reconnect black negative (-) cable to battery and

reinstall seat.
