SHIELD FROM VEHICLE, RESULTING IN AN ACCIDENT AND SEVERE INJURY OR DEATH.  DO NOT TRAILER VEHICLE FACING

3. UTVs ARE TO ONLY BE DRIVEN WITH CLEAN WINDSHIELDS FOR DRIVING VISIBILITY.  IF DIRT OR DEBRIS ACCUMULATES 

ON THE WINDSHIELD WHEN RIDING, STOP THE UTV AT THE NEXT SAFE LOCATION ON THE TRAIL TO CLEAR OFF THE 

WINDSHIELD BEFORE RESUMING RIDING.  

4. ONLY INSTALL WINDSHIELDS THAT ARE DESIGNED FOR THE MAKE AND MODEL OF THE UTV.  INSTALLATION OF A WIND-

SHIELD THAT WAS NOT DESIGNED FOR THE UTV MAKE AND MODEL CAN IMPACT WINDSHIELD DURABILITY AND PERFOR-

MANCE. 

5. READ AND UNDERSTAND WINDSHIELD INSTRUCTION SHEETS AND UTV OWNER MANUAL BEFORE WINDSHIELD INSTAL-

LATION OR OPERATING THE VEHICLE.  

6. PERIODICALLY CHECK FOR WEAR AND TIGHTNESS OF ALL FASTENERS.  REPLACE OR RE-TORQUE FASTENERS AS NECES-

SARY.

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Kit Contents: 
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Installa?on Prep: 

1. To facilitate installa"on, make sure that your vehicle is clean 

and free of debris. 

2. All direc"ons referring to right and le? are when the rider is 

si@ng on the machine. 

Installa?on:  

1. Remove the Windshield (Item 1) from the box and set on a 

clean flat surface with the protec"ve film s"ll in tact. 

2.  Peal back the protec"ve film from the inside and outside 

surfaces ~2 inches inside the holes to prepare for component 

installa"on.  Press the Bulb Seal (Item 7) along the boBom of 

the  windshield and cut the Bulb Seal to length using shears 

or a wire cuBer.  See Illustra"on 1-1. 

3. ABach (1) Clamp (Item 2) to the Windshield using (2) M6 x 

18mm BuBon Head Screws (Item 3), (2) Lock Washers (Item 

4), and (2) Domed Shoulder Washers (Item 5) . See Illustra-

"on 1-2.    

4. Repeat the assembly process to assemble the remaining  

clamps. 

5. Install Windshield to the ROPS and adjust so that the Bulb 

Seal is formed to the hood and install (1)  Clamp Spacer 

(Item ?) in each clamp. See Illustra"on 1-3 & 1-4. 

6. Insert (1) M6 x 18mm BuBon Head (Item 3) and (1) Lock 

Washer (Item 4) to secure the clamp to the ROPS.  

7. Repeat step 6 on remaining Clamps. 

8. Tighten all  remaining hardware to specifica"on.
