Important: Your Kolpin Glass Windshield Kit is exclusively designed for your vehicle. Please read the installation instructions
thoroughly before beginning. Installation is easier if the vehicle is clean and free of debris. For your safety, and to ensure a
satisfactory installation, perform all installation steps correctly in the sequence shown. For better cab assembly procedure, install kits
in the following order: front window, rear window, and roof.

Installation Instructions:

Shift vehicle transmission into
“NEUTRAL” and set
“PARKING BRAKE”. Turn key
to “OFF” position and remove
from vehicle.

Clean rear surface of glass
windshield (item #1) as
required, then apply short thin
foam strips (item #7) and long
thin foam strip (item #8) as
shown. Trim seals as

required. (See illustration 1-1).
Note: You can position
windshield on a-pillars of
cab frame, aligning top edge
with visor, then mark with
tape or pencil where the cab
frame tubes match with rear
surface of glass windshield.
The alignment marks help
locate where the foam strips
will be applied.

Note: Glass and Vent
not shown for clarity

By firmly pressing with hand,
install the bulb trim seal (item
#9) onto the front lower
surface of the glass
windshield (item #1) as
shown. Trim seal ends to
match up with location as
shown. (See illustration 1-2).
Note: The bulb trim seal has
metal retainer strip,
recommended cutting tool
is metal shears/tin snips.

Center the windshield onto the cab frame and
then from rear windshield surface, place
larger clamps (item #5) around cab frame
a-pillar tubes and fasten with M6 locknuts
(item #4) as shown. Use the smaller clamps
(item #14) to secure windshield to upper cab
frame cross member tube. (See illustrations
1-6 and 1-7).

If windshield is installed with roof, use the
thick foam (item #13) and apply to the top
windshield surface. The thick foam will be
positioned in between roof and windshield to
seal cab interior. (See illustration 1-8).

For windshield installation with X2 factory
OEM roof, use the screws (item #2) and flat
washers (item #3) to secure the windshield to
the roof mounting clips. (See illustration 1-7).

Tighten all hardware to specification.

Slide Vent Operation:

10. To open slider vents, slightly loosen the thumb-
screw knob (item #6) and move plastic slider as
desired in direction shown, then snugly retighten
thumbscrew. (See illustration 1-9). Note: Make
sure thumbscrew knob is always snugly tight,
do not overtighten.
