ING T KNOBS TIGHTENED. FAILURE TO CLOSE AND SECURE THE WINDSHIELD MAY ALLOW AIRFLOW TO SEPARATE WIND-
SHIELD FROM VEHICLE, RESULTING IN AN ACCIDENT AND SEVERE INJURY OR DEATH. DO NOT TRAILER VEHICLE FACING

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Installation Prep:

1. To facilitate installation, make sure that your vehicle is clean and free of debris.

2. All directions referring to right and left are when the rider is sitting on the machine.
Installation:

1. Remove Upper Windshield (Item 1) and Lower Windshield (Item 2) from the box and set on a clean flat surface with the pro-
tective film still in tact.

2. Peal back ~2 inches of protective film from the inside and outside surfaces of both panels.

3. Adhere the Foam Seal (Item 10) to the top edge of the Upper Windshield. Cut to Length. See lllustration 1-1.

4. Assemble the Upper Windshield (Item 1) to the Lower Windshield (Iltem 2), using (4) M6 x 18mm Button Heads (ltem 4), (4)
Dome Shoulder Washers (Item 6), and (4) M6 Flange Locknuts (Item 8). See Illustration 1-2.

5. Position (4) Clamps (Item 3) on the outside of the vehicle roll cage with the “KOLPIN” logo facing the back of the vehicle .See
illustration 1-3, 1-4 and 1-5. Do not install any hardware
at this time.

6. Attach the Windshield Assembly to the clamps using (4)
M6 x 38mm Button Heads (Item 7), (4) M6 Lock Washers
(Item 5), (4) M6 Domed Shoulder Washers (Item 6), and
(4) Standoff Spacers (Item 9). See lllustration 1-4 & 1-5
and1-6. Do not tighten at this time.

7. Adjust assembly so that the lower Windshield (Item 2) is
aligned to the OEM panel fasteners for match drilling

(next step).
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8. Match drill the holes of lower panel and drill through OEM panel using 5/16th drill bit.

9. Install (4) M6 x 18mm Button Head Screw (ltem 4), (4) Domed Shoulder Washer (Item 6) through the glass and OEM panel
and secure with M6 Locknuts (Item 8).

10. Tighten all Hardware to specification.

Parts that are lost due to loosening and improper maintenance are not covered under
warranty. This warranty does not cover removal or reinstallation labor fees of the plow system and related components.

Peripheral products such as engines, electric motors, and actuators may carry an original manufacturer’s warranty. Most hardware is general
in nature and is easily obtained locally.
