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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
1. Shift vehicle transmission into “PARK”. Turn

ignition switch to “OFF” position and remove key.

WARNING
Ensure red positive (+) battery terminal is

COMPLETELY COVERED by protective boot.
Accidental tool contact across both battery terminals
will result in high current electrical arc, and may

result in battery explosion. Death or serious personal
injury may occur.

2. Remove hood and under-hood storage
compartment, then disconnect black negative (-)
cable from battery.

3. Gain access.
a. Remove visor by removing two screwsA.

Retain screws.

b. Remove RH A-pillar access coverB by
grasping rear inboard corner of cover with
fingers, then lift to detach three locking tabsC,
two postsD, and two locking tabsE. Set
cover aside.
Repeat for LH side.

NOTE
View of underside of cover looking rearward.

c. Remove RH rear fender by unlocking quarter
turn latchF and unhooking two strapsG.
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d. From inside of vehicle remove five screwsH
securing RH exterior body panel to frame.
Retain screws.

e. From outside of vehicle, and while supporting
exterior body panel, remove final two screws
J, then remove panel by detaching locking tab
K from mating slotL in front fender. Set panel
aside.

NOTE
View of exterior RH door panel, interior side.

4. Install Bluetooth® controller and adapter harness.
a. Remove empty switch blankM.

NOTE
Any open location may be used.

b. Install Bluetooth® controllerg into switch
cutout. Ensure volume markings are up, and
auxiliary input jack is down.

c. Join connector 13A on adapter harnessf to
Bluetooth® controllerg.

NOTE
See previous section, HARNESS DETAIL, for

connector identification.
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5. Install amp and bracket assembly.
a. Cut forward chassis harness cable tieN. Do

not remove routing clipP

b. Detach chassis breakout harness from AWD
switchQ, headlight switchR, and ignition
switchS.

c. Reroute chassis breakout harness from
INSIDE of chassis tubing to OUTSIDE of
chassis tubing as shown.

d. Position ampi (with pre-attached inner
bracket) on inboard side of chassis tubing.
Install lower tabs in outer bracketo to mating
slots in inner bracket. Rotate outer bracket
upwards, then secure both brackets to chassis
tubing using two screwsa.
Slide amp forward until cutout in forward end of
inner bracket fits around T-joint in chassis
tubing, and routing clipP fits into slot on
bottom of outer bracket.

e. Reconnect chassis breakout harness to AWD
switchQ, headlight switchR, and ignition
switchS. See previous Step b.
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f. Reattach chassis harness to routing clipP
using cable tieh.

6. Install main speakers.
a. From interior of vehicle, and using 1/8 inch (3

mm) drill bit, drill out two fastener dimplesTon
forward side of floor panel (firewall). Only drill
deep enough to penetrate panel surface and
enter pre-drilled bosses on opposite side of
panel.

IMPORTANT
Control drill depth to prevent damage to chassis

structure on forward side of panel.

NOTE
RH side shown; LH side similar.

b. Install RH speakerr using two each screwsy
andu. Do not overtighten screws.

c. Repeat Steps a-b for LH side using speakere.
7. Install tweeters.

a. Detach template page located at end of this
instruction.

b. Locate REFERENCE DIMENSION on template
page. Verify templates were printed to proper
scale by using ruler to verify REFERENCE
DIMENSION is exactly 5 inches.

IMPORTANT
If your measurement is not exactly 5 inches, then

reprint template pages from electronic file using print
setting “Actual Size” (not “Fit”) to obtain 1:1 scale.

Electronic file available from your Authorized
Polaris Dealer.

c. Carefully cut out each template (LH and RH)
along lines.
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d. Secure template to upper dash panel, aligning
outside edges as shown. Ensure appropriate
template is used (LH TWEETER or RH
TWEETER).
Use ice pick (or equivalent) to mark center of
harness passage holeU.

NOTE
RH side shown; LH side opposite.

e. Remove template, then carefully drill harness
passage hole at marked location using 1.5 inch
(38 mm) hole saw.

IMPORTANT
Control drill depth to prevent damage to underlying

structure, components, wiring, etc.

f. Temporarily place RH tweeterw (GRAY wires,
identified as TWEETER RH) against upper
dash, inserting tweeter connector through hole,
then use ice pick (or equivalent) to mark three
mounting holesV.

g. Remove tweeter, then carefully drill three
mounting holes at marked locations using 5/64
inch (2 mm) drill bit.

IMPORTANT
Control drill depth to prevent damage to underlying

structure, components, wiring, etc.

h. Install RH tweeterw to upper dash panel using
three screwst. Do not overtighten screws.

i. Repeat Steps d-h for LH tweeterq (WHITE
wires, identified as TWEETER LH).

8. Install main harness.
NOTE

See previous section, HARNESS DETAIL, for
connector identification.

a. Install relay/fuse block 12A on main harnessd
to upper dash panel using attached fir tree clip.

b. Open power cap on vehicle terminal block at
any open location, then plug in connector 12B
(identified as: ACC 12V).
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c. Route connectors 12D, 12E, 12F, and 12G on
main harnessd beneath upper dash panel
towards base of RH ROPS A-pillar, then
downwards towards ampi.
View looking inboard. Fender and chassis
shown partially transparent for clarity.

d. Join main harnessd to ampi as follows:
i. Harness connector 12E to amp connector

8C.
ii. RF signal (GRAY wires): Harness

connector 12D to amp connector 8B.
iii. LF signal (WHITE wires): Harness

connector 12F to amp connector 8A.
e. Secure harnessd to panel flange using edge

clip 12H. See previous Step c for illustration.
f. Join connector 12G on main harnessd to

connector 13B on adapter harnessf.
g. Join main harnessd to speakers as follows:

CAUTION
Main harnessd MUST be connected to main
speakerse andr. Main speakers are then

connected to tweetersq andw.
Connecting main harness directly to tweeters may

result in system damage.

RH SIDE
i. Route RF speaker connector 12J (identified

as: RF SPEAKER) to RH side of dash, then
join to connector 4A on RHMAIN speaker
r. Do NOTconnect main harness directly
to tweeter.

IMPORTANT
Ensure routing will prevent harness contact with hot

components, sharp edges, or moving parts.

ii. Join RH tweeterw (GRAY wires, identified
as TWEETER RH) to remaining connector
4B on RH main speakerr.

LH SIDE
i. Route LF speaker connector 12C (identified

as: LF SPEAKER) to LH side of dash, then
join to connector 3A on LHMAIN speaker
e. Do NOTconnect main harness directly
to tweeter.

IMPORTANT
Ensure routing will prevent harness contact with hot

components, sharp edges, or moving parts.

ii. Join LH tweeterq (WHITE wires, identified
as TWEETER LH) to remaining connector
3B on LH main speakere.

h. Secure LH and RH speaker connector
breakouts to existing vehicle routing/structure
at white tape locations 12K using two cable ties
h.

NOTE
Additional cable ties are provided. Use as needed to
prevent harness contact with hot components, sharp

edges, or moving parts.

9. Restore access. See Step 3.
10.Reconnect black negative (-) cable to battery, then

reinstall under-hood storage compartment and
hood.
